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TERROIR

Located 3 km south of Beaune, Pommard has been considered
since the Middle Ages as "the flower of Beaune wines".

Our Pommard Village is a blend of four vineyards: La Vache, a
steep plot on the central slope of Pommard, Les Vaumuriens,
located near Volnay above Les Rugiens, Les Vignots, located on
the right-hand slope of Pommard on the Beaune side, and La
Croix Planet, located in the lower part of the village, between the
Route des Grands Crus and the main road.

VINEYARD

The vineyard is cultivated organically with biodynamic
preparations designed to encourage the life of the soil and its
microbiological activity. The soil is worked, grass is grown in the
winter and no chemical inputs are used in the treatments.

WINEMAKING

Hand-harvested. The crop is sorted on a vibrating table and then
on a sorting table.

We do a slow fermentation and maceration with 30% to 70% of
whole cluster - depending on the vintage - in a concrete tank for
20 days using wild yeasts only.

We do daily pump overs to fix the colour and the aromas.

At the end of the maceration, we press and fill oak barrels for
ageing for 15 months. We use less than 10% of new oak.

The wine is neither filtered nor fined.

We add very few sulfites.
